TO THE BIBLE   Matthew 28:18 AMPC
“Jesus approached and, breaking the silence, said to them, All 
authority (all power of rule) in heaven and on earth has been given 
to Me.”

Some people brag about having authority in 
specific places, perhaps in a nation, city, street etc. 

For some, it’s even in classrooms, such that they become 
bullies and terrorise their classmates. But there’s one whose 
authority transcends the universe and extends to all of 
heaven, the earth, and under the earth. His Name is Jesus! 
How awesome is that!

The Bible says no one and nothing is exempted from 
His rule, His dominion and authority. Ephesians 1:20-22 
MSG explains this clearly: “...All this energy issues from Christ: 
God raised him from death and set him on a throne in deep 
heaven, in charge of running the universe, everything from 
galaxies to governments, no name and no power exempt 
from his rule. And not just for the time being, but forever. He 
is in charge of it all, has the final word on everything….”

The coolest part is the fact that His authority is given 
to us because we’re one with Him. We’re His seed and we 
prolong His days. He rules through us. Isaiah 9:6 says, “...And 
the government will be upon His shoulder.....” His shoulder 
refers to us, the Church—we’re His body in and through 
which He speaks and acts today.

“Dad, why is there so much conflict in Israel? Doesn’t 
God love His people anymore?” Dave asked.

“No, Dave, He still loves them more than they realise; the 
thing is, they rejected God’s Son and His kingdom when He 
came to them, and He couldn’t take care of them as He would 
have.”

You see, the Lord Jesus brought and offered the Kingdom 
to the Jews; He preached to them, saying, “The kingdom of 
God is at hand” (Matthew 3:2; Matthew 4:17; Mark 1:14–15; 
Luke 10:9). However, they rejected His message and turned 
down His offer of the Kingdom. As a result, He declared to 
them, “Therefore I tell you that the kingdom of God will be taken 
away from you and given to a people who will produce its fruit” 
(Matthew 21:43 NIV).

The Kingdom was offered, and all those who accepted 
its message received eternal life. Christians are those who have 
accepted the message of the Kingdom, received eternal life into 
their spirits, and are now members—citizens and heirs of that 
Kingdom.

In Romans 12, the Spirit of God, through the Apostle 
Paul, tells us something absolutely amazing. He says, 

“And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed 
by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is 
that good and acceptable and perfect will of God” (Romans 
12:2). But how do you renew your mind? You do so by 
changing the way you think, swapping your thoughts for 
God’s thoughts. When you do this, you’ll be able to “prove” 
what the good, acceptable, and perfect will of God is. 

The word “prove” here doesn’t quite capture the full 
meaning. The original Greek word is “dokimazo,” which 
means to examine or scrutinise closely. Think of it like 
airport security. When you go through customs, they check 
everything to make sure nothing suspicious gets through. 
They examine you and your belongings carefully to decide 
if you can enter the country. 

As God’s man or woman, you get to decide, after 
scrutinising, to allow only things that are consistent with the 
good, acceptable, and perfect will of the Father to come 
into your world. This is easy to understand because we are 
His righteous ones; we give vent to His glory; we give vent 
to His will. It’s our calling. Hallelujah!

The Weymouth 
New Testament describes the transcendent greatness of 
His power and might, the supremacy and dominion of His 
Name, His reign and glory both in this age and in the age to 
come. It says He’s in the “...heavenly realms, high above all 
other government and authority and power and dominion, 
and every title of sovereignty used either in this Age or in the 
Age to come” (Ephesians 1 :20-21 WNT). 

The most beautiful part is that His authority, rulership, 
reign and dominion are for the good of the Church: “...Christ 
rules over all forces, authorities, powers, and rulers. He rules 
over all beings in this world and will rule in the future world 
as well. God has put all things under the power of Christ, 
and for the good of the church he has made him the head of 
everything” (Ephesians 1:21-22 CEV). He is all that He is for

our advantage. His Name wields all the power that it wields 
for our benefit “...God has put all things under the authority 
of Christ, and he gave him this authority for the benefit of the 
church” (Ephesians 1:22 NLT).

The opening verse is one of the ways the Bible 
describes Jesus: He’s full of grace and truth. Did you know 
that the same is true for you? In verse 16, it says, “And of His 
fullness we have all received, and grace for grace” (John 1:16). 
The Amplified Classic Version says, “For out of His fullness 
(abundance) we have all received [all had a share and we 
were all supplied with] one grace after another and spiritual 
blessing upon spiritual blessing and even favour upon favour 
and gift [heaped] upon gift.” Now that you’re in Christ, your 
life is filled with favor upon favor, grace upon grace.

Every day, you can confidently say, “Of His fullness, I 
have received abundant grace—grace heaped upon grace. 
I have grace before God, grace before people, and grace 
for every task. I have grace everywhere I go, and I’m walking 
in increased grace every day.” The Christian life is a life of 
endless grace; there’s more than enough grace for you

Some people do terrible things; they participate in 
acts of wickedness, violence and bloodshed. And their 
conscience allows them to do such things. Why? It’s 
because of the condition of their spirits.

Their conscience has been “…seared with a hot iron” (1 
Timothy 4:2). But if your spirit is conditioned by the Word 
of God, you’ll have the voice of God in your heart, and it’ll 
be different.

The Bible says out of your heart—your spirit—are 
the issues of life (Proverbs 4:23). It’s therefore important 
that you train your spirit with the Word to be a sure guide.

“James, what do you mean by ‘the Word of God?’ 
I’ve heard you use that phrase over and over 

again; please explain it to me,” Dennis asked James, his care 
group leader.

“That’s simple!” James responded. “God’s Word is that 
message from Him that reveals or communicates His works, 
will, thoughts, plans, purposes and pursuits to bring people 
into or promote fellowship with Him in love. It’s His message 
of truth with the content and power to build His image into 
the lives of those who hear it. So that’s why you get to know 
how God thinks when you study His Word.“ 

When we talk about the importance of knowing the 
Word of God, some people think it means just having “Bible 
Knowledge” from a school or religious class. While that 
has its place, knowing the Word through revelation and 
the guidance of the Holy Spirit is different. There are Bible 
scholars who studied the Bible but don’t understand what 
the Word of God truly is. 

All scripture is inspired by God; the contents and 
message of the Bible come from Him and are trustworthy 
and dependable. 2 Timothy 3:16 AMPC says, “Every Scripture 
is God-breathed (given by His inspiration) and profitable for 
instruction, for reproof and conviction of sin, for correction 
of error and discipline in obedience, [and] for training in 
righteousness (in holy living, in conformity to God’s will in

thought, purpose, and action).” 
Hebrews 4:12 also tells us something amazing about the 

Word of God: “For the word of God is living and powerful, and 
sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division 
of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of 
the thoughts and intents of the heart.”  

The Word embodies Christ’s revelations, provisions, 
perfections, and instructions; and it is profitable for teaching, 
reproof, correction, instruction, and training in righteousness. 
Knowing the Word means knowing God’s thoughts about 
anything. It’s looking into God’s mind or His heart about 
anything and knowing His thoughts, opinions, ideas, and 
plans. How amazing is that?

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The eyes are one of the most fascinating and complex parts of 
the body. The Bible declares in Psalm 34:15: “The eyes of the 
Lord are on the righteous, and His ears are open to their cry.” 
That means that, just like you, God Almighty has eyes and He 
watches over the righteous. Isn’t that great? 

But how much do we really know about our eyes and how 
they work? We use them every day, yet we haven’t given them 
much thought until now. So, let’s look at a few interesting 
facts that you may not know about your eyes!

1. Only one-sixth of the human eyeball is exposed. 
2. Our eyes are made up of over 2 million working parts, and 
the eyeball weighs around 28 grams.
3. The cornea is the transparent covering of the iris and 
pupil. Just behind our pupil is the lens - which is round, flat 
and thicker toward the middle. 
4. Our eyes are able to process 36,000 pieces of information 
in a single hour.
5. Although our nose and ears keep growing throughout 
our lives, our eyes remain the same size from birth. 
6. The eyes are the second most complex organ after the 
brain. They function like a camera, capturing light and 
sending data back to the brain. You see things upside down

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- it is your brain which turns the image the right way up. 
7. In a single second, it’s possible to blink five times. You 
are likely to blink more often when you are talking. The 
eye is the fastest muscle in your body – hence why when 
something happens quickly, we say ‘in the blink of an eye!’ 
8. A blink typically lasts 100-150 milliseconds. On average, 
you will blink approximately 4,200,000 times in a single 
year. 
9. The world’s most common eye colour is brown.  
Heterochromia refers to a condition where eyes are two 
different colours. 
10. 80% of our memories are determined by what we see. 
11. Oily fish, vitamin A and vitamin C can all help to 
preserve good eyesight. 
12. Your eyelashes keep dirt out of your eyes, while your 
eyebrows prevent sweat dripping into your eyes. 
13. It’s impossible to sneeze with your eyes open.  
14. When you read or stare at a computer, you blink 
less often, resulting in tired eyes. So, when working at a 
computer, you should follow the 20-20-20 rule – look at 
something twenty feet away from your computer every 
twenty minutes for twenty seconds.

There’s a word I’d like you to notice in the opening 
verse of Scripture. It’s the word “observe.” Many 

Bible students have had difficulty interpreting it; they’ve 
wrestled for years with that terminology. To them, it 
means “that you may understand how to do,” but that’s 
not it. The Hebrew word translated as observe is “shamar,” 
which means to watch for the purpose of doing. It’s like 
looking out for something so you can do—”copying to 
do” or “hearing to do!”

Following what the Lord told Joshua, if you’d 
meditate on the Word as you should, you’d be propelled 
to do what the Word says. Paul alludes to this in Philippians 
2:13 when he says, “For it is God who works in you both to 
will and to do for His good pleasure.” This is akin to what 
the Lord said to Joshua in the opening verse. Do you want 
to be successful, prosperous, and deal wisely in the affairs 
of life? Do you want to be able to help other people 
become successful and prosperous? 

Meditate on the Word, day and night. Meditating 
on the Word will give you an understanding, a motivation,

and an inspiration to do what God wants you to do. Practise 
this for at least half an hour every day. Psalm 1:1–3 (TPT) 
further tells us the overwhelming blessings this will produce 
in your life: you’ll be standing firm like a flourishing tree 
planted by God’s design, deeply rooted by the brooks of 
bliss, bearing fruit in every season of life, never dry, never 
fainting, but ever blessed and unendingly prosperous.

(The Importance Of Praise
In Our Day)

LET’S  TALK

Amelia was always ready to praise the Lord, 
regardless of the time or place. Guided by the 

inspiration of the Holy Spirit, she would raise her hands and 
sing songs of worship and adoration. She understood that 
praising God was a calling and offered true worship to Him 
every time.

The scriptures give us more than enough information 
on God’s relationship with us and how He defines His role 
as God, as Lord, and as our Father. In each of these roles, 
He expresses Himself differently. He also wants us to know 
our role: the various roles we play with respect to Him, His 
Kingdom, one another, and the world. However, in every 
single role that we play, He expects us to praise Him. Thus, 
the primary reason we come together as God’s people is to 
offer praises to God. 

For a long time, this seemed to have taken a back 
seat in the Church, but thank God there’s been a change! 
Christians all over the world are realising that as priests, our 
main job is to offer praises to God. That’s what we’re chosen 
to do.

Those who live outside this 
atmosphere of bliss are the ones who face disappointments, 
anger, frustration, and discomfort; they’re always agitated 
from within because nothing seems to be going on right. 
But in Christ, which is the supernatural environment you

In his beautiful prayer for the Ephesian church, the 
Apostle Paul referred to our heavenly Father as the 

“Father of glory.” That’s quite instructive. He isn’t saying 
that God is a “glorious Father” but that He’s the Father of 
glory. It tells you who you are; you are “Glory!” That’s your 
name. If a man is called the father of John, then it means 
he has a son called John. If God is the Father of Glory and 
you’re His child (1 John 3:1), then your name is “Glory!” 

You might say, “Pastor Chris, that’s just a conjecture”; 
no! What is Jesus called? Hebrews 1:3 says He’s the 
brightness of God’s glory and the express image of His 
person. Jesus is the effulgence of God’s glory; He’s the 
manifestation of the glory of God. Jesus is the glory of 
God encapsulated in a body. And the Bible says in 1 John 
4:17 that as He is, so are we in this world. Making us His 
glory is part of what He came to do. Hebrews 2:10 says, 
“For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things and 
by whom are all things, in bringing many sons to glory....” 
Hallelujah! 

Then 2 Corinthians 3:18 (AMPC) tells us something 
remarkable. It says, “And all of us, as with unveiled face,

[because we] continued to behold [in the Word of God] as in a 
mirror the glory of the Lord, are constantly being transfigured 
into His very own image in ever increasing splendour....”

But here’s the most beautiful part: When you look in 
a mirror, you see yourself. Now, 2 Corinthians 3:18 says that 
when you look in the mirror of God, you see the glory of 
God. How can you see the glory of God in the mirror if 
you are not the glory of God? Every good mirror reflects 
or projects the image before it. If your reflection is called 
the glory of God when you look into the mirror of God (the 
Word of God), then you are the glory of God. Praise God!

Romans 8:30; Isaiah 55:5; John 17:22

The life and glory of God are manifested in and through me. 
I saturate and impact my world with the Lord’s goodness, 
kindness, beauty and grace. The glory that I see when I look 
into the mirror-the Word-is who I am. Hallelujah!

Meditate on the scriptures above concerning you, and declare 
that you are the glory of God everywhere you are.

Before all the hustle and bustle of each day, Liam 
would always look into the Scriptures to see his

As a result, he radiated a joy unknown to others 
whose minds were burdened by the issues of each day.

God gave us His Word to enable us to see ourselves 
the way He sees us, understand things from His perspective, 
and live to fulfil His perfect will. God’s Word reveals God’s 
image and opinion of you, which is the image and opinion 
He wants you to have of yourself. So, as you study the Word 
and see your true image and identity, retain the picture; 
don’t forget who you are. 

James 1:23–24 says, “For if anyone is a hearer of the 
word and not a doer, he is like a man observing his natural 
face in a mirror; for he observes himself, goes away, and 
immediately forgets what kind of man he was.”

Interestingly, it doesn’t say that the one 
who doesn’t do the Word forgot what he looked like; rather, 
it says such a fellow is like a man who looks carefully at his 
own natural face in a mirror, thoughtfully observes himself, 
and then goes off and forgets “the kind” or “the type” of

I’m ever so grateful to the Lord for all that He’s made 
possible and available to us in Christ Jesus. Think about 

the possibility of fellowship with God. You wouldn’t find that in 
any religion, as no religion offers you fellowship with God. But 
Jesus brought us into fellowship with God. What an amazing 
reality! 

In our prayers, for example, there’re special kinds of 
communication with God that help us build our spirits because 
we’re in a rich fellowship with the Lord. The Bible says in 1 John 
1:3, “That which we have seen and heard we declare to you, that 
you also may have fellowship with us; and truly our fellowship is 
with the Father and with His Son Jesus Christ.” Also, 1 Corinthians 
1:9 NIV says, “God, who has called you into fellowship with his 
Son Jesus Christ our Lord, is faithful.” 

The Apostle Peter takes it further in 2 Peter 1:3-4. He says, 
“…His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life 
and godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by 
glory and virtue, by which have been given to us exceedingly 
great and precious promises, that through these you may be 
partakers of the divine nature....” The Greek word that’s translated 
“partakers” comes from the same root word as fellowship; it’s 
“koinonia.” Thus, “partakers of the divine nature” is translated 
from “koinonos theias phuseos,” and that means associates of 
the God-kind.

Sofia dedicated considerable time to praying for her 
neighbourhood after a threat arose that mercenaries 

would raid the homes, farms, and lands of the residents. 
These mercenaries had already carried out similar threats 
in neighbouring areas. However, through her prayers, Sofia 
drove away the spirits influencing the band of mercenaries, 
protecting her town. Her prayers powerfully impacted her 
community, establishing peace and spreading the influence of 
God’s Kingdom upon it.

In our walk with God, it’s super important to remember 
why we’re here on earth. What’s our main purpose as 
Christians? Well, it’s to establish and spread God’s Kingdom 
to the ends of the earth. The Bible says, “For the earth will be 
filled with the knowledge of the glory of the Lord as the waters 
cover the sea” (Habakkuk 2:14 ESV).

There’s no situation too hopeless for us to change 
through prayer. Check out what James 5:16-17 

says in the Amplified Classic version: “…Pray [also] for one 
another, that you may be healed and restored [to a spiritual 
tone of mind and heart]. The earnest (heartfelt, continued) 
prayer of a righteous man makes tremendous power 
available [dynamic in its working]. Elijah was a human being 
with a nature such as we have [with feelings, affections, and 
a constitution like ours]; and he prayed earnestly for it not 
to rain, and no rain fell on the earth for three years and six 
months.” 

Our prayers aren’t just words—they’re powerful. Think 
about Paul and Silas for a second. They were captured, 
beaten, and thrown into a dungeon with their feet locked 
up. But in Acts 16:25-26, the Bible says, “About midnight 
Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and 
the other prisoners were listening to them. Suddenly there 
was such a violent earthquake that the foundations of the 
prison were shaken. At once all the prison doors flew open, 
and everybody’s chains came loose” (NIV). 

How remarkable is this! Two guys prayed and sang

No one exemplified the power of prayer in 
overcoming temptation better than our Lord Jesus. 

Hebrews 5:7 gives us an idea why He prayed to the Father the 
way He did in our opening scripture: He (Jesus) “...shrank from 
the horrors of separation from the bright presence of the Father” 
(AMPC). That separation from the Father was what He never 
wanted to experience, even for a moment. As a result, He knelt 
and prayed, and as He did, something remarkable happened: 
“Then an angel appeared to Him from heaven, strengthening 
Him” (Luke 22:43).

The 44th verse says, “And being in agony, He prayed more 
earnestly....” Jesus, being in agony, prayed more earnestly. His 
prayer was so intense that the Bible says, “...His sweat became 
like great clots of blood dropping down upon the ground” 
(Luke 22:44 AMPC). Thank God; His prayer was answered. He 
submitted Himself to the will of the Father by becoming sin 
for us so we would become the righteousness of God in Him.

When He was done praying, He said something 
instructive to His disciples, as seen in Luke 22:45–46: “When he 
rose from prayer and went back to the disciples, he found them 
asleep, exhausted from sorrow.

The Book of Genesis tells a touching story about 
Abraham and his nephew Lot. When God called 

Abraham to leave his homeland and go to a new country, 
Lot decided to go with him (Genesis 12:4). As God blessed 
Abraham on his journey, Lot was also blessed. They both 
had so much that the land they were living on couldn’t 
handle all their herds and flocks.

This led to arguments between Abraham’s herdsmen 
and Lot’s, until Abraham finally said, “Let’s not have fighting 
between us, between your shepherds and my shepherds. 
After all, we’re family. Look around. Isn’t there plenty of land 
out there? Let’s separate. If you go left, I’ll go right; if you go 
right, I’ll go left” (Genesis 13:8–9 MSG).

This is where Lot’s trouble began. He saw the lush, 
green plains of Jordan on one side and the dry, less 
appealing land on the other. He chose the greener side and 
set up camp near Sodom, a city known for its wickedness, 
not realising that God’s judgement was about to come 
upon Sodom.

When God sent fire to destroy Sodom because of its 
evil, Lot’s life was spared thanks to Abraham’s prayers. But 
Lot lost everything he had and ended up hiding in a cave. 
This happened to Lot not because he was a bad person—

A pure heart is one that loves the Lord truly and 
believes His Word absolutely (without any questions 

or doubts). It’s important to regularly check the condition 
of your heart to ensure that your love for God is real and 
sincere. Your love for Him should be without any pretence.

In reviewing what we read in our opening verse, the 
example of Demas, a certain character in the Bible, readily 
comes to mind. Demas worked closely with Luke, the writer 
of the Gospel of Luke and the Acts of the Apostles. He also 
worked very closely with the great apostle Paul. In fact, 
Paul listed him among his fellow-labourers in the Gospel: 
“Epaphras, who is one of you and a servant of Christ Jesus, 
sends greetings. He is always wrestling in prayer for you, that 
you may stand firm in all the will of God, mature and fully 
assured… Our dear friend Luke, the doctor, and Demas send 
greetings” (Colossians 4:12-14 NIV).

Paul also mentioned him in Philemon 1:23-24: 
“Epaphras, my fellow prisoner in Christ Jesus, greets you, as 
do Mark, Aristarchus, Demas, Luke, my fellow laborers.” So, 
Demas was a co-labourer with Paul. He was in very good 
company and had a ministry to fulfill. But in 2 Timothy 4:9–
10, Paul tells Timothy: “Be diligent to come to me quickly; for 
Demas has forsaken me, having loved this present world, and

has departed for Thessalonica....” 
This explains why some people start well and end up 

badly: their love for the Lord is not genuine. Apostle Paul said 
Demas forsook him because he loved the world. You can’t love 
the Father and love the world at the same time. To love this world 
is to not have the love of the Father in you. 

Demas might have been working alongside Paul and other 
Christians, but deep down, his heart was more focused on the 
world and what it offered. Because of that, he couldn’t fulfil his 
divine destiny and purpose, and he missed out on what God had 
planned for him. So, love the Lord with a pure heart. Serve Him 
genuinely, and let Him be the most important thing in your life.

Galatians 6:14; Colossians 3:1-2; 2 Peter 3:11-14

Lord Jesus, you reign in my life; you’re all that matters to me. 
Thank you for the grace to live for you and serve you with 
a perfect heart; you’re everything to me. You’re holy, pure, 
righteous, loving and true!

This was one of the first Bible verses that impressed 
upon my young, receptive mind as an eight-year-

old. It’s God’s declaration, and it’s final. It says if you love the 
world, the love of the Father isn’t in you. You may confess a 
thousand times that you love God, but if you’re in love with 
the world or the things of the world, the love of the Father 
isn’t in you.

Some have asked, “Why would God tell us not to love 
the world when the Bible says, ‘For God so loved the world 
that He gave His only begotten Son’? Why can’t we also 
love the world like the Father did?” God loved the world 
of men, not the systems and the things in it. He loved the 
people and sent Jesus, His Son, to save them from their sins; 
1 John 2:16 TPT says, “For all that the world can offer us—the 
gratification of our flesh, the allurement of the things of the 
world, and the obsession with status and importance—none 
of these things come from the Father but from the world.” 
The Scripture is admonishing us against worldliness and 
carnality.

Refuse to be influenced or carried away by the spirit of 
the world. The Bible says, “...Do you not know that friendship 
with the world is enmity with God? Whoever therefore wants 
to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God” 
(James 4:4).

“Did you catch what was taught in church about 
the blind guy Jesus healed in John 9?” Tom 

inquired from Kate, his friend.
“Yeah, I did!” Kate responded. “The disciples were like, 

“Who sinned, this guy or his parents?”
Then Tom said: “Exactly! But Jesus quickly corrected 

them and healed the blind man. Jesus is about healing, not 
punishment.”

In John 9, the disciples, walking alongside Jesus, saw 
a man who had been born blind. They asked, “Master, who 
did sin, this man or his parents, that he was born blind?” As 
far as they were concerned, God in His justice system was 
punishing the blind man or his parents for their sin. What a 
mindset!

Read the Master’s response: “…Neither this man nor 
his parents sinned, but that the works of God should be 
revealed in him. I must work the works of Him who sent Me 
while it is day; the night is coming when no one can work” 
(John 9:3-4). Many read this and run off with the idea that 
the man’s blindness is one of the “works of God.” That’s 
erroneous!

The translators, on their own prerogative, put a 
punctuation—a full stop at the end of the third verse—that 
should have never been there. The more accurate rendering 
is “...that the works of God should be revealed in him, I must

work the works of Him who sent Me while it is day.” Jesus was 
saying, “In this blind man, we see the work of Satan, but for 
the work of God to be revealed in him, I have to do something 
about it!”

Whatever you may have suffered 
that’s inconsistent with the provisions of Christ in His 
Gospel didn’t come from God. You’re responsible for your 
life—the things that happen with you. It’s about your faith 
and how you use it. 

The Lord Jesus said in our opening scripture, “...

“Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet 
appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall 
appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is” (1 
John 3:2 KJV).

The most commonly translated Greek words for the word 
“son” in the New Testament are “huios” and “teknon.” 
“Huios” refers to those who are adopted or raised to become 
like the one who brings them up. Its usage in scripture like 
Romans 8:14, 19, etc., connotes those raised by God to walk 
in divinity. Another way to put it is that the “huios” are those 
who, by virtue of the proper spiritual training, have come to 
spiritual maturity—they’re the adopted sons of God. 

“Teknon,” on the other hand, means biological offspring, one 
given birth to through biological means. The reference in 
the scripture above describes the Christian as the biological 
offspring of God. This is the same context the word is used 
in John 1:12-13 (KJV): “But as many as received him, to them 
gave he power to become the sons (teknon) of God, even to 
them that believe on his name: which were born, not of blood, 
nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.” 

Thus, in its usage, “Teknon” refers to a child, whether male 
or female. It describes the spiritual reality that the Christian 
is genuinely and vitally born of God.

(Build Yourself And

LET’S  TALK

The Apostle Paul, in his letter to Timothy, 
encouraged him with these words: “Study to shew 

thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to 
be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth” (2 Timothy 
2:15 KJV). Notice that Paul emphasised the importance of 
being approved by God, not by people. This means you 
should present yourself to God as someone who is ready 
and well-trained for the work of ministry, which includes 
soul winning and discipleship. 

There’re those who only study the Bible just to 
prepare for preaching; yes, this will benefit others, but it’s 
crucial that you consciously build yourself with the Word 
and allow it work within you first! Merely being a conduit 
isn’t enough; your personal growth is important. You have 
to build your spirit, and this involves allowing the Word to 
mould your character and frame the way you think and 
live. 

The Word of God must determine your priorities 
and interests and regulate every area of your life. Romans 
12:2 gives us insight into how this works: “…Do not be 
conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing 
of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and 
acceptable and perfect will of God.” This means that as

you study and meditate on God’s Word, you start thinking 
differently, and that changes how you live. The Word of 
God should guide your decisions, set your priorities, and 
influence every part of your life.

In Numbers 12:1–16, the Bible tells the story of Aaron 
and Miriam talking behind Moses’ back because of 

his Cushite wife. They started questioning his authority and 
said that God could speak through them too, not just Moses. 
But God heard what they said and called all three of them—
Moses, Aaron, and Miriam—to the Tabernacle. God showed 
up in a pillar of cloud and set the record straight, rebuking 
Aaron and Miriam. He made it clear that Moses had a unique 
role as His chosen servant. Unlike other prophets who only 
heard from God through visions and dreams, Moses had the 
privilege of speaking to God face-to-face (Exodus 33:11). God 
asked Aaron and Miriam how they dared to speak against the 
one He had specifically chosen.

Here’s what I want you to notice as a consequence of 
their error: the Bible says, “...the anger of the LORD was kindled 
against them; and he departed” (Numbers 12:9). He got angry 
and  “walked away!” But here’s the thing: when the presence 
of God leaves like that, trouble comes. The instant God’s 
presence left them, Miriam’s skin turned white with leprosy! 
(Numbers 12:11). There are many people who don’t realise 
this is what happens to them when they get unruly, create 
insurrection, become disobedient, and dishonour authority in 
the house of God. They don’t even know when the presence

of God leaves. It also brings to mind the story of Samson. The 
Lord was always with him, until he disobeyed. When the enemy 
came, Samson woke up thinking, “...’I will do as before; I’ll just 
shake myself free.’

(Judges 16:20 TLB). The Spirit of God didn’t come on him as He 
used to, and the enemies got a hold of him and gouged out his 
eyes.

It’s important to honour the Lord always, follow His Word 
and His ways, and never dishonour spiritual authority as Aaron 
and Miriam did. Don’t speak against or judge God’s ministers. 
Remember what the Bible says: “Who are you to judge another’s 
servant? To his own master he stands or falls. Indeed, he will be 
made to stand, for God is able to make him stand” (Romans 14:4). 
Hallelujah!

“Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you.”

(Always Keep Satan In Check)

LET’S  TALK

“You lying devil, I resist your operations in my 
neighbourhood and city. I cut you off and cast 

you out in the Name of Jesus! And I declare that peace 
returns to my city now!” George proclaimed authoritatively 
as he prayed against the violent protest. Immediately, the 
wicked spirits responsible for the violence fled, and calm  
was soon restored to his city.

Our opening scripture implies that you have a 
responsibility to keep Satan in check, to restrain him from 
carrying out his manoeuvres, manipulations, and destructive 
acts of wickedness. The Bible describes him as a liar, the 
father of lies, and the originator of deception. Jesus said in 
John 8:44, “…He was a murderer from the beginning, and 
does not stand in the truth, because there is no truth in him. 
When he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own resources, for 
he is a liar and the father of it” 	 (NKJV). That’s his role: he’s 
a killer.

Satan doesn’t seek friendship but rather aims to kill. 
Deception and destruction are among the many works 
attributed to him. He is referred to as the evil one and 
the wicked one, meaning that all his works are evil. These 
descriptions clearly demonstrate that we can’t give him a 
chance.

Thank God we have the ability to take action against 
him! In Mark 16:17, the Lord Jesus said, “And these signs

will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out 
demons….” So, we must cast him out of our nations, cities, 
streets, homes and our environments. Otherwise, he will keep 
doing things that are inherent to his nature: evil, wickedness, 
killings, and deception.

God didn’t say, “…resist the devil and he might flee,” 
no! When you resist the devil, James, by the Spirit, tells us the 
result: he’ll run away from you in terror. When you see the 
works of Satan in your city, in your country, in your family or 
anywhere—do what the Word says: resist him by affirming 
the Word of God, and on certain occasions, cast him out.

Luke 10:19; 1 Peter 5:8-9; Ephesians 6:10-13

In the Name of the Lord Jesus, I resist the devil’s influence in my 
life, in my family, city, and nation.

In the first chapter of Ephesians, Paul talks about 
how God showed His awe-inspiring power when 

He raised Jesus from the dead and gave Him the highest 
authority in heaven (Ephesians 1:20). Jesus has all power 
and glory. How amazing is that? Now, look at what the 
Bible says in Ephesians 2:6: God “…raised us up together, and 
made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus.” 
The same God who raised Jesus from the dead and gave 
Him authority also raised us up and made us sit with Jesus 
in heavenly places. This is incredible!

The term “sit together” comes from the Greek word 
“sugkathizō,” meaning joint sitting or shared authority. 
This means we share authority with Christ. We are where 
He is, and we have what He has. The authority Jesus has 
is extended to us. So, everything Jesus commands is done 
in our name, and everything we command is done in His 
Name. 

This is totally legit. Our “joint sitting” with Christ isn’t 
something earthly but heavenly; it’s established in heaven. 
In Matthew 18:18 (RSV), before Jesus went back to heaven, 
He said, “Truly, I say to you, whatever you bind on earth shall

be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth shall be 
loosed in heaven.”

We are His legal representatives on earth, and what we 
declare here is backed up in heaven. We have the responsibility 
to show God’s glory in our world and make sure His will is 
done on earth. So, confidently use your authority in Christ. 
Make God’s will happen and show His Kingdom wherever 
you are.

Nadia had an important exam to sit for, yet she 
had been gripped by a sudden, severe illness. 

The moment she remembered who she was in Christ, she 
declared with unwavering faith, “I’ve got the life and nature 
of God in me; I am perfectly healthy and will ace my exams, 
no matter how I feel today.” Saying this activated faith in 
her, and she passed her exam with flying colours.

Eternal life is the life and nature of God. It’s the 
organic and existential attributes of Deity. However, it’s not 
enough for you to know that this life and nature of God 
is now yours; you have to seize it. That’s the thrust of the 
Spirit’s communication through Paul in 1 Timothy 6:12. It 
says, “Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life....”

The Greek rendering of our underlined portion is 
“epilambanomai.” It means to take hold of something 
without letting go. In other words, don’t just be aware that 
you have eternal life; seize eternal life; take possession of it. 
This means to live it like you have it.

Every blessed day, walk in the consciousness that you 
have the life of God in you. Think, act, and live as one who’s 
filled with eternal life. Every now and then, affirm that you 
have the divine life. It’s incorruptible and can’t be tainted or 
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2 Timothy 4:1-22, Micah 6-7

defiled by sickness, disease, failure, death, or the devil.
If, as a Christian, you’ve been sick and praying, “Oh 

God, please take away this sickness from me,” that may not 
change anything because He already did when He gave you 
eternal life. Before God, you’re already perfect, even though 
you might be going through trials, pains, and difficulties. In 
His sight, there’s nothing wrong with you.

Therefore, align yourself with His thoughts and visions 
through the Word and declare, “I’m perfected in Christ Jesus; 
I refuse to accommodate any sickness, disease, or pain in my 
body because I have the life of God in me! I’ve taken hold of 
eternal life.” You’re an associate of the God-kind; live in this 
consciousness and be who you are in Christ.

Dear Father, thank you for giving me eternal life and bringing 
me into a vital union with you. I’ve taken a hold of eternal life, 
and this life is working in every fibre of my being. I rejoice that 
I’m one spirit with you and thus an associate of the God-kind.

and be bold to call yourself what God has called you.
Let the knowledge of your divine identity shape

Proverbs 19:9 (NASB) says, “A false witness will not 
go unpunished, and he who speaks lies shall perish.” 

A Christian shouldn’t tell lies. Colossians 3:9 says, “Do not lie 
to one another, since you have put off the old man with his 
deeds.” Telling lies is inconsistent with your nature as a new 
creation in Christ. You’re a man or woman of truth because 
you’re the offspring of truth: “Of His own will He brought 
us forth by the word of truth, that we might be a kind of 
firstfruits of His creatures” (James 1:18).

Lying is one of the cardinal attributes of Satan. In John 
8:44, the Lord Jesus aptly described Satan when He said, “…
He was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand 
in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaks 
a lie, he speaks from his own resources, for he is a liar and the 
father of it” (NKJV).

The Word of God is truth (John 17:17). And the Holy 
Spirit is called the Spirit of Truth (John 16:13). Now, a liar 
isn’t merely someone who told a lie but one who loves and 
makes a lie; he constructs lies (Revelation 22:15); he plans or 
strategises his lies. He knows what he is doing is wrong, but 
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Titus 3:1-15, Habakkuk 1-3

he still goes ahead and does it for selfish reasons. A liar is also 
one who speaks contrary to God’s Word. As long as a man’s 
confessions are inconsistent with God’s Word, they’re lies.

1 Peter 3:10 RSV reveals something instructive; it says, 
“…He that would love life and see good days, let him keep his 
tongue from evil and his lips from speaking guile.” To speak 
guile is to speak in antithesis to the Word. The Bible says, “...
Put on the new man which was created according to God, in 
true righteousness and holiness” (Ephesians 4:24). Now that 
you’re in Christ, you’ve put on the new man; you have the 
God-nature. Act accordingly. Speak the truth always.

Dear Father, thank you for the Holy Spirit who leads and guides 
me to walk in truth. Thank you for my new life in Christ; thank 
you for bringing me into the liberty of the Spirit as I walk in 
the glory of my new life and nature in Christ, in Jesus’ Name.

By 
now, you should know I don’t like my books 

kept that way,” Travis said to Louise, his younger sister.
“That’s no way to speak to your little sister. Apologise  

to her this instance,” their mom firmly instructed. “You ought 
to communicate with everyone gracefully,” she added.

“Louise, I’m sorry I said those words,” Travis apologised.
As Christians, we have the Spirit of Christ. We’re the light 

of the world. We’re to think, love, talk, and conduct all our 
affairs in life like Him. Colossians 3:17 admonishes us to allow 
every detail in our lives—our words and actions—to align with 
the character of Christ: “...Whatever you do, in word or deed, do 
everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God 
the Father through him” (ESV).

In other words, the character and presence of Jesus 
ought to radiate through you in your everyday walk. Like 
Him, let your words be gracious and graceful. Practise His 
love through your words. People remember you more for 
the things you said to them and how you made them feel 
through your words. So, make up your mind that your words 
will communicate the presence and love of Jesus. Let the 
world see Jesus in you. Let them feel His love in the words 
you speak.

In the same way that the Lord Jesus was confident to say, 
“...If you have seen me, you have seen the Father...” (John 14:9

Never use terrible, abusive, and insulting words even if 
you’re angry. Never be happy that your words made someone 
else sad. That’s inconsistent with your nature of love. Be like 
Jesus: the Bible says, “...And the common people heard him 
gladly” (Mark 12:37). When people hear you, they should be 
glad because of your gracious, graceful words of life to them 
that stir the love for Christ in their hearts.
